   OK folks, most of the boats are now in the water.  We 

have had a few incidents of boats ñgetting looseò.  This 

is not a good scenario for the docks and especially 

your boat.  In looking over some of the boats already in 

slips, it came to our attention that some of them were 

really not up to standards with regard to dock lines and 

their configuration.   

   Below is a diagram of a  boat correctly tied to a dock 

with spring lines and fenders.  

   It is also a good idea to check your dock lines.  Recy-

cling last yearôs might save a little money now, but how 

much will it cost when  your boat breaks loose and  

bangs against the dock for a while.   

   Nylon line is recommended for dock lines because of 

its ability to stretch and absorb shock. Be sure and use 

a size appropriate for your boat.  3/8 inch line for up to 

20 ft., and 1/2 

inch for larger 

boats. And of 

course dock line 

snubbers are al-

ways a fantastic 

idea to reduce the 

shock on your 

boat and the 

docks when the waves and wind come through.
