With a new Start Line, and with the Race Committee
aboard the Committee Boat, the Race Committee has
successfully figured out how to set the Start Line, anchor
the Committee Boat, start the races on board, and then
pull up the anchor, haul in the Starting Pin Buoy and get
back to the dock with plenty of time to catch the racers at
the Finish Line. The Race Committee has gotten so confi-
dent and proficient at all of this, that | have raced my
Laser in the past few races! | even took 1*' place in the
Centerboard Fleet one race... Oh! Was that because | was
the only one racing that week? | suppose it was.

One of my favorite parts of racing is mixing it up with
other boats, so | am glad to have a few boats out there
who call ‘starboard’ on me, and on the next tack | do my
best to get to call ‘starboard’ or ‘room at the mark’ on
them! During my first race | was a bit nervous because it
was my 1°*" time sailing the Laser in a few years! George
Deane surprised the heck out of me when he allowed me
room at the downwind mark, right after | had called out
that he was clear ahead! | was so glad | didn’t have to
duck under that big boat, but of course | then beat him to
the Finish Line, when | surely wouldn’t have if he had not
allowed me room. Thanks George!

Also, it’s always a good idea for me (being in such a small
boat) to keep an eye out on those big boats in the other
fleet that might have started first, but are sailing ‘round
the same marks at the same time as me... Sometimes, |
gauge when to tack by whether it’ll put me in a good posi-
tion, and sometimes | tack even when it’s not quite the
right moment just to keep out of someone else’s way. |
tell myself to remember that even if I'm Starboard, if I'm
heading downwind and they are heading upwind, then
they (if they are also on Starboard) have the right of way
— Leeward Boat... but sometimes | find myself downwind
of a boat flying a spinnaker and | have the right of way... |
ask myself, do | really want to push it?

The other thing | found while racing is that it is more diffi-
cult than | thought it would be to keep track of Mark 7
and Mark 8. | think it’s because they are both close to the
Walking Pier. | noticed that | was heading to Mark 8 when
| should have been going to Mark 7 — | looked at the Fin-
ish Line and realized my mistake, and quickly jibed over to
head to the other side of the Walking Pier! It was a good
thing | was the only boat in my class or | never would
have won that race!
