| just learned that (as of now) the plan is for the lake to be
filled normally in April sometime and to maintain the water
levels that we are accustomed to. Going forward into the
summer and fall the situation can change. Most likely, we
will see an early draining of the lake due to the lack of in-
coming water from the mountains. This could happen as
early as late July or early August. Of course all of this de-
pends on future MID board decisions, but this is the most
recent information | have. | will keep you all posted.

So, lets all spend the winter getting our boats ready, get
them in the water as early as possible, and hit it hard until
we can’t hit it anymore!

On the dock front, we are planning on doing some minor
repairs so stay tuned for information about that. Slip as-
signments will begin promptly on March 2. If you are on the
wait list or move list, be familiar with the slip layouts and
be prepared to make a decision regarding any potential
move or new assignment. You will be given a limited
amount of time to make a decision.

This winter/spring we are also finishing the last two piec-
es of our clubhouse renovation project that started last
year. The front door has already been repaired and is now
fully functional, and soon we will have a nice concrete walk
from the front parking area to the back patio. It is going to
look great and be much more functional.
