Racing sailors must compete in accordance with

recognized principles of fair play. They must
not commit any conduct that is a breach of
good manners, a breach of good sportsman-

ship or unethical behavior.

Sailors are encouraged to minimize their impact
on the environment. (Rule 55)

Safety first! Each boat & sailor must give all pos-
sible help to any person or boat in danger,
even if that boat is not racing. Each boat
must take responsibility for her decision to
participate in a race or to continue racing.
Every boat must carry adequate life-saving
equipment for all persons on board and each
competitor is individually responsible for
wearing a PFD that is adequate for the condi-

This learn to sail program is for kids between the ages of 8-16 and is held on Lake Yosemite. Five
sessions will be offered for the upcoming 2017 season.

Campers will learn to sail on stable Lido 14 sailboats. El Toros and Lasers will also be avail-

able. Campers do not need prior sailing experience, but must know how to swim. The camp is taught
by experienced youth sailing instructors under the supervision of adults. Members of the instruc-
tional team are CPR certified.

Youth who have been through at least four summers of our sail camp program and are at least four-
teen years of age are encouraged to ask about junior counselor positions. Junior Counselors are
volunteers who act as skippers and are expected to take on a roll of leadership helping the Head
Counselor. Extra training days for JCs are a part of their growth as sailors and teachers. In future
years JCs will have the opportunity to apply as paid counselors.
